• Moving the Snowflake chairlift 300 feet up hill. One of the new conveyor lifts will 

now carry children or beginner skiers from behind Snow Park Lodge to the bottom of 

the Snowflake chairlift

self-serve frozen yogurt and a tempting assortment of toppings 

• The addition of a permanent outdoor play area for the Children’s Center adjacent to 

Snow Park Lodge 

• The addition of four new snowcats to the Deer Valley fleet, two of which are Prinoth 

Beasts 

• The addition of 41 energy-efficient snowguns for snowmaking 

• The replacement of the snowmobile fleet (40 machines) at Summit Meadows
